XCOR Aerospace has announced that it has suc-
cessfully completed the first phase of its flight
test program for the EZ-Rocket on October 3,
2001. The EZ-Rocket is the world's first pri-
vately built rocket powered airplane.

The EZ-Rocket took off from the Mojave Civil-

i B ~Nex ian Flight Test Center to an altitude of 6,200
~ is’ - feet before gliding back to Runway 30. The EZ-
° P Rocket is powered by twin 400 pound thrust

rocket engines designed and built by XCOR
Aerospace. The flight test program passed its
first milestone by flying with both engines for
an engine run time of 96 seconds and total flight
time of five minutes and twenty seconds.

The EZ-Rocket is a modified Long-EZ homebuilt aircraft. The aircraft is powered by twin 400 Ib
thrust regeneratively cooled rocket engines and fueled by isopropyl alcohol and liquid oxygen. The
EZ-Rocket includes an external composite fuel tank and an insulated internal aluminium liquid oxy-
gen tank. The modifications were performed at XCOR Aerospace's Mojave, CA shop. Teds are per-
formed at the Mojave Civilian Flight Test Centre.

Doesit make a lot of noise?
Yes. Their sound level meter goes off the scale of 138 dBA at 10 meters. However, during test flights
people on the ground have noted that it is quieter than many jet aircraft they have heard.

XCOR Aerospace has plans for building rocket powered replicas of the Bell X-1 and the Messer-
schmitt Me-163 Komet in the near future.

A big thank you for everyone who has been helping out by paying their accounts and helping to clean
up some old debts. There are afew accounts we need to work through with some people so please,
your patience is appreciated. We have about $ 4500 in the bank but most of that will be eaten up by
insurance & interest payments ($ 3800) and a fuel refill ($ 800) in the near term.

Receipts

On occasionsiit is necessary for people to pay for Club items and then seek reimbursement from the
Club. Asthisis essentially the same as the Club paying for something it is necessary for the Exec to
approve it. Therefore before paying for something for the Club it is best to check that it isreally
needed! In all casesit is necessary to forward these receipts for Executive approval before | can credit
the payment. As most flight sheets, receipts etc take a few weeks to get to me and then a few more
weeks before the Exec approves it, your account balance may not reflect a receipt reimbursement for
sometime! It also helpsif you write your name on the receipt so | know who to credit and the pur-
pose of the purchase (including where appropriate the aircraft rego) asthis helps us keep track of what
we spend on what.

Payments
Please remember to pay for flying as you go - and don't forget that any flying at Lochiel incurs a $1

PER DAY levy to help pay for Clubhouse amenities. This year this has helped raise $ 640. If you fly
the aircraft (any aircraft regardless of whether you pay for the flight) you get charged this amount.

To pay your account please pay money at Lochiel and write the amount on the flight sheet - don't for-
get to get this witnessed by the Duty Pilot or Instructor. Alternatively send us a cheque or money or-
der to the Sports Association, or bring it along to an Exec meeting. If you have your email address re-
corded with the Club then you'll receive an AUGC e-Receipt when the payment is processed.

Please remember to write the FULL NAME of the person/s in the aircraft legibly on the flight sheet.

Just writing 'John' or 'Mark' is fine if you happen to know who these people are on the day but it does-
n't help me charge the right person as we have quite afew 'Johns and 'Marks' in our database (thereis
however, only one Dirk).
